Through this program, the American Express Foundation

matches the personal contributions of employees, retirees,

advisors and members of the board to qualified nonprofit

organizations. In 2003, the Foundation matched 7,010

employee contributions to 4,921 organizations.
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EMPLOYEE GIVING CAMPAIGN – $3,200,000

Annual corporate contributions are made by the American

Express Foundation to campaign partner charities where

American Express employees live and work. In 2003, we made

grants to local United Way organizations in 29 communities

and to the other seven campaign charities – America’s Chari-

ties, Community Health Charities, Earth Share, Global Impact,

the Hispanic Scholarship Fund, Junior Achievement and the

United Negro College Fund for distribution to local commu-

nity organizations.

GLOBAL VOLUNTEER ACTION FUND – $500,000

The American Express Foundation launched this program in

1994 to encourage and recognize volunteer efforts by employ-

ees. In 2003, the U.S. program funded 428 projects in 34

states and the District of Columbia. Internationally, the pro-

gram funded 181 organizations in 19 countries. Proposals are

submitted by employees or teams of employees on behalf of

nonprofits where they volunteer their time and expertise.

EMPLOYEE SCHOLARSHIPS – $400,000

Through this U.S-based program, the American Express Foun-

dation assists employees in meeting the costs of their children’s

undergraduate college education. Scholarship awards range

from $1,000 to $3,000 per year, for a maximum of four con-

secutive years based on a combination of merit and financial

need. Potential recipients who demonstrate no financial need

are considered for a one-time honorarium of $500.

PHILANTHROPIC GUIDELINES

Through philanthropic activities worldwide, American

Express seeks to be a good citizen in the communities in

which it conducts business and where American Express

employees live and work. Based at corporate headquarters in

New York, the Philanthropic Program is comprised of the

American Express Foundation, created in 1954, which makes

grants that are for charitable, educational or cultural purposes,

and the American Express Company Giving Program for

selected grants. The headquarters staff works closely with line

managers and public affairs colleagues around the world to

identify and fund organizations that fit our three themes:

Community Service, Cultural Heritage and Economic

Independence.

In addition, employees across the company and around the

world are involved as volunteers and advocates for many of

the initiatives funded by the Philanthropic Program.

The Philanthropic Program strives to be inclusive and respect-

ful of the diversity in communities where American Express

operates. Within the parameters of the company’s program

themes and guidelines, projects of all nonprofit organizations

are considered for funding without regard to race, religion,

creed, national origin, disability, handicap, age, sexual orienta-

tion, marital status, veteran status or any other basis prohib-

ited by law.
